Bridlington Promenade, Beaches and Amenities  

Beach chalets 

A number are available for hire in Bridlington, by the day or week, at both North and 
South locations. Tel. Contact 01262 678255 9am to 5pm Monday to Friday October to 
March (winter period)  or  9am to 5pm Monday to Sunday during summer season. 
Alternatively  call at the Foreshore Office/information Point on the North and South 
promenade Bridlington. 

Deck Chairs 

These are available for hire at Bridlington, subject to weather, at one of the many 
deckchair distribution points or Foreshore Office , which are well signposted on the 
seafront. 

Life Guards/Boat Patrols 

Lifeguards services are provided at specific times during the summer season on both the 
North and South Beaches, Signs and Flags indicate the designated areas and give further 
information on services provided. Please note that Bridlington operates a safe bathing 
flag system and beach users are ask to familiarise themselves with the locations. 

In addition, at peak times, and as weather conditions prevail, a Patrol support Boat works 
with the Beach Life guards in the provision of providing a recovery and support craft. 

Land Train Promenade Services North and South 

Three Land trains operate along the promenades linking the Town Centre with summer 
Car Parks to the North and South of the Resort, at Limekiln Lane and South shore car 
parks. 

From Limekiln Lane a service operates to Sewerby Hall, Gardens, Children’s Zoo and 
Play area, the estate has a pitch and putt course open to the public, April to October with 
adjacent Café and Craft shops in the estate grounds 

Land Train Services - Special offers includes family tickets and return journeys, further 
information can be obtained via Tourist Information Centres and Foreshore information 
points on the Promenades, North and South  



 North Beach and Promenade Facilities

The Award winning ’Blue Flag’ beach forms part of a 2 miles stretch of beach from the 
North Harbour Wall up to Limekiln Lane.  

Chalets and Deckchairs: are available for hire, Deckchairs from several rental points 
along the Promenade, and are well signposted on the seafront. For Chalet hire and 
information contact Foreshore Office / Information point 

Information Point, First Aid post and lost Children contact point, is located centrally on 
Beaconsfield Promenade with Seasonal opening only. Other Facilities: various cafes, 
food and fancy good outlets along the full length of the promenade. 

Land Train service operates from Leisure World via  Limekiln Lane to Sewerby Hall 

Leisure World and The 3 B’s offers a wide range of activities, shows and events, with the 
special indoor wet facilities to suit all ages. 

A secure Left Property service operates from the Victoria Terrace deck chair store, this 
facility allows for large or small items to be left for a small fee 

 South Beach and Promenade Facilities 

An Award winning beach which stretches over a 1 mile  South from Harbour wall/Spa 
Complex, past Kiddies Corner Children’s rides, Children’s paddling pool - Picnic areas to 
the end of the sea wall and the award winning Sea front has a host of other facilities for 
Families 

Beach Chalets, there are 30 chalets along Princess Mary Promenade, some are available 
on daily weekly hire, with another 19 chalets along Belvedere Promenade, and 16 chalets 
on the beach at South Cliff, to the seaward side of the boat compound. 

Deckchairs: are available for hire, from several rental points. 

Kiddies Corner: this is just past the Spa Royal Hall, and has rides, slides and other games. 
Opening times are subject to weather conditions. 

Land Train operates from Belvedere Car Park to the Spa Royal Hall. Paddling Pool  on 
Princess Mary Promenade. 

First Aid and lost Children’s contact point is located centrally on Princess Mary 
Promenade, not available out of season 

Foreshore Office /Reception and Information point is also  located at Princess Mary 
Promenade and is Open 7 days per week during summer season and Monday to Friday 
only out of season 

NOTE  Please be aware that limited access in the Spa/Harbour area due to 
refurbishment of the Spa Theatre and Royal Hall - due for completion Autumn 2007 

Other Facilities: various cafes, food and fancy good outlets along the full length of the 
promenade. 



 

Hornsea Beach and Award Winning Promenade 

A warm and friendly  welcome awaits you in this small east coast resort, with its award 
winning Beaches and Promenades, amply served with sea front car parks and a host of  
amenities  

Whilst there are no deckchair hire facilities, but the recently re-designed Promenade 
offers shelter seating in garden surrounds, with a small children’s paddling pool adjacent 
to the well appointed Café and Chalets 

First Aid is located behind Hornsea Leisure Centre on Hornsea Promenade. If the Post 
is closed, first aid can be sought from Hornsea Leisure Centre. 

Other Facilities: various cafes, food outlets and gift shops along the promenade in front 
of the leisure centre 

Hornsea Boat compound and Boat launch facilities are available to the South of the 
Leisure Centre, available from Easter or 1st. April (whichever is soonest) till October for 
Launching and All year Berths,  Tel 01964 533116  or 01262 678255 for further details 

A Foreshore Attendant is on duty May to September to help and advise visitors, 
foreshore office in located on the upper promenade, near the Marine Hotel                        

Withernsea 

A quiet resort town to the south of Hornsea in the East Riding, it once boasted a pier 
and the remains of which form the central part of the resorts promenade with access to 
the Award winning Beach and links to town Centre and Car Parking 

 There are no Beach Chalets or Deckchairs for hire. 

First Aid is available via the amenity block/ toilet facilities opposite the Pier towers. 

A Foreshore attendant is on duty May to September and can be contacted via the 
Amenity block or at the Pier towers information point  

Other Facilities: various cafes, food outlets and gift shops along the promenade. 

The resort offers facilities such as Valley Gardens, amusements and the Pavilion leisure 
centre close to the central promenade  

Boat Launching and Storage 

This is available at Bridlington and Hornsea,  Berthing is Available all year round But 
Launching is only available 31 March to 30 October. You are required to have basic 
safety equipment, insurance etc. For further details, or to make a booking, contact the 
Foreshores Officer on 01262 678255 . 

 

 



Beach Cleanliness 

The beaches are cleaned and checked by the Council, in line with the Environmental 
Protection Act (EPA) , the principle applied is; 

 "If it’s clean, leave it. If it’s dirty, clean it!" 

We cannot guarantee that beaches will be spotless at all times, as is reliant upon All using 
the beach to act responsibly. 

In 2006,  Flamborough South Landing, Danes Dyke, Barmston, Wilsthorpe, Skipsea  and 
Tunstall were awarded Rural Beach Awards and have been adopted by local groups as 
part of on going Community projects. All beaches were regularly checked to ensure that 
they reach European Bathing Standards. Similar monitoring and water checks will 
continue during the 2007 season  

The quality of the water is constantly monitored and the East Riding of Yorkshire 
Council works in partnership with other agencies in it’s endeavours to provide safe and 
clean beaches, together with foreshore facilities. For further information on water quality 
or concerns this may be obtained or passed to Yorkshire Water – 0845 124 2424 (calls 
charged at local rate). 
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
