	Arts Grant 
The purpose of the grant is to support organisations providing arts activities in the East Riding.  Priority will be given to organisations meeting the Council’s corporate priorities which are:
· Maximising our potential

· Valuing our environment

· Supporting vulnerable people, reducing inequalities

· Promoting health, wellbeing and independence

· Reducing costs, raising performance     



	

	What can you apply for?

· You can apply for a grant to help with an arts-related activity, performance, exhibition, event or project. 

· We will fund a broad range of art forms that include music (instrumental and vocal), dance, drama, mime, folk arts, community arts, creative writing, architecture, painting, sculpture, crafts, textile design, costume, cinema, video, computer based artwork, photography and puppetry. 
· Organisations are invited to apply for a grant over £2,000 – Need to be submitted by Thursday 30 November 2018.  Decisions will be available by 24 December.
· Organisations are invited to apply for a grant under £2,000 – Need to be submitted by Sunday 31 March 2019.  Decisions will be available by 30 April 2019.


	

	What can we fund?

· Running costs

	What we can’t fund:

· Retrospective activities / events

· Items to benefit an individual

· Individual students needing support with activities related to their course of study or their tuition fees

· Activities that take place outside the East Riding of Yorkshire

· Activities that do not involve the arts
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	Additional Criteria


	· All organisations must demonstrate that their project needs financial assistance by providing the completed application form and supporting documents which include a copy of the rules or memorandum of association of the organisation and a copy of your must recent audited accounts.

· If you are applying for a grant for an event, please supply the estimate income and expenditure. 
· Applicants will be expected to meet a proportion of the project’s costs. This could include grants from other sources. All books, accounts, receipts and invoices relating to the activity must be made available, if required, for examination by the Council’s representative.
· Organisations are only able to apply for 1 grant each financial year.

· Sending incomplete information will result in your application being returned to you. 

· Officers are pleased to provide advice and to assist potential applicants on all aspects of their grant’s submission and other funding sources.




	Terms and Conditions

	· If the grant is put to any purpose other than that for which the grant was awarded without the prior approval of the Council, the recipient organisation shall be required to repay the full amount of the grant.
· Once a project has been approved for a grant no change may be made in the submitted plans without the prior approval of the Council.

· Organisations must ensure that their project is committed to equal opportunities and seeks to provide for all members of the community irrespective of gender, disability, ethnicity, religious belief, sexual orientation and financial circumstances. Organisations must ensure that they work towards the Equality Act 2010. 
· Successful applicants must make reference to the East Riding of Yorkshire Council support for their project in all publicity.
· The Council reserves the right to require representatives to attend events for the purposes of evaluation and monitoring and in such cases would expect that any registration charges would be waived.

· All grants must be claimed before 31 March 2020.  If claims are not received by this date, then the award will become ineligible.

· The final decision shall be at the absolute discretion of East Riding of Yorkshire Council.

· Please be aware that completion of the application form does not entitle the applicant to receive any funds.  A full assessment process will be followed.

· Requests for payment must be made accompanied with the relevant receipts before payment can be made.
· Your organisation must have achieved East Riding Minimum Operating Standards (ERMOS) before you are awarded a grant. For more information on ERMOS please contact Tracey Topliss on 01482 392523.
